CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT FOR PROVISION OF GOODS OR SERVICES


Definitions

(a) ‘Company’ means KCP Environmental Services Ltd whose registered office is at Connelwood House, Boig Road, New Cumnock, KA18 4QE
(b) ‘Conditions’ mean  these conditions of contract

(c) ‘Contract’ means the agreement for supply of Goods between the Company and the Supplier incorporating these Conditions

(d) ‘Contract Price’ means the price payable by the Customer  for the Goods as set out in the Invoice

(e) ‘Delivery Date’ means the date specified for the delivery of the Goods in the order

(f) ‘Goods’ mean the goods or services in the Order

(g) ‘Invoice’ means the invoice rendered by the Company to the Customer for the Goods delivered against an Order.
(h) ‘Customer’ means the Company, firm or individual to whom the Order is raised by.

1.0Entire Contract and Commencement

1.1 These Conditions and the Order raised shall form the entire Contract save as may be varied in writing

1.2 The Contract shall arise upon raising of the order by the Customer who shall be obliged to confirm within 7 days of the date of services required.
2.0 Delivery

2.1 The Company shall deliver the Services on the Delivery Date at the Delivery address shown on the Order.

2.2 Delivery shall be deemed to have been made when the vehicles arrive on site.
2.3 Time shall be of the essence in respect of the provision of the services. In the event that the Company chooses not to terminate the Contract for late start, the Customer shall pay to the Company liquidated damages limited to the agreed Contract Price for each week or part of a week that the provision of services are delayed by the Customer provided that the Company shall have suffered loss thereby and whether or not eventual delivery is made by the Company.  Such payment shall be in full satisfaction of the Customers liability for delay and shall be limited to the Contract Price.  
3.0 Variations
3.1 The Customer shall be entitled to vary the Order at any time prior to the Delivery Date subject to written agreement with the Company.
3.2 The Customer shall not be entitled to vary the Order after the Delivery Date without full written agreement with the Company.  This variation will also be subject to liquidated damages to the Contract Price levied at the Customer provided that the Company shall have suffered loss thereby.

4.0 Payment

4.1 The Company shall not provide services or arrive at the place of delivery without a valid order number having been received.

4.2 All damage to Company vehicles while on Customers property will be paid for in full by the Customer. Punctures or damage to the wheels of Company vehicles will be the responsibility of the Customer.
4.3 Any additional work requested to the Company whilst on Customers property will be agreed in writing on site at the time and where necessary additional Orders provided.

5.0 Indemnity

5.1 The Customer shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Company against any liability, damage, injury (whether or not fatal) cost or expense howsoever caused arising out of the performance or breach of any of the provisions of the Contract by the Customer and any loss, damage, cost, expense or liability in respect of loss or damage to property or injury or death howsoever caused arising out of any act or omission of the Customer, its servants or agents.

6.0 Access

6.1Except where otherwise agreed the Customer shall give the Company’s authorised representative access at all reasonable times.

6.2The Company warrants that all personnel involved in the performance of the Contract will be suitably skilled and experienced to perform the tasks assigned to them.
6.3 Access to Customer’s property will be deemed to be suitable for vehicles of the Company and the Company’s authorised representative shall have the right to delay the Contract start before or during the Contract period, without liability to the Contract Price, until it is considered suitable.
All damage to vehicle and punctures caused by use of inadequate access will be the responsibility of the Customer where this has been drawn to the attention of the Customer. 
7.0 Confidentiality

7.1 Any information supplied or received by the Customer relating to the Company pursuant to the Contract which is of a confidential nature or marked so as to indicate that it is confidential shall not be disclosed to any third party.
8.0 Cancellation or termination of Contract

8.1 The Customer may without liability other than as may be provided herein cancel an Order at any time prior to the Delivery Date subject to written agreement to the payment of the Company’s reasonable costs and expenses.

8.2 The Company shall terminate the Contract forthwith if the Company dies, become bankrupt, insolvent or has a receiving order made against it

9.0Consequential Loss

9.1 Neither party shall be liable to the other for any indirect or consequential loss save for those mentioned herein.

10. Special Terms

10.1 In order to comply with all necessary Health and Safety legislation provision of mechanical aids to assist the Company’s vehicle will be required throughout the Contract.  Where this is not provided then the Company may terminate the Contract forthwith will all costs and expenses incurred being paid by the Customer to the Company.
10.2 The provision of fuel ( red diesel)  is to be supplied by the Customer to the Company for the operation and provision of services throughout the duration of the Contract.
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
